	WELCOME AND APOLOGY
The meeting was chaired by BC.
Councillors were welcomed to the January meeting.

The apologies received were accepted.

	15.
	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

It was agreed that item 15 – Public Participation – should be discussed at this point of the meeting.
JH explained that his neighbour, 1 Rose Cottage, had altered the lean-to in her back yard with 2 walls on Cartrefle.  The roof has been raised and it has been clad and had electricity to it and he believes that her father has been moved into the lean-to.  The owner has refused to listen to anyone about the issue.  This alteration has been done without any planning permission and the premises are listed. An 8ft fence has been erected across the right of access which has a digital lock.   The owner of the property is not co-operative.
GT owns number 2 Rose Cottage and has taken pictures of the issue and reported it to planning, listed consent and Building Control and to Calum Carr – Rights of Way officer.
GT is of belief that the lean-to is not suitable for human habitation.

The members of the public asked the council to report the situation to Planning Enforcement, Heritage and Building Control – the councillors were in agreement for this to be done.

JH and KK left the meeting.

The minutes of the November meeting were adopted and agreed as a correct record - all in favour for them to be signed.

	MATTERS ARISING
The following Matters Arising were discussed:-

· Clerk to arrange another meeting with the Llanfyllin PCSOs.

· Drain by Godor has still not been dealt with – BC to make a phone call regarding the matter.

· Zebra crossings – nothing to be done until the County council has reviewed them.  BC emphasised that they are dangerous and the lights should be working – BC to deal with this matter.

· The Chair discussed the response received from Chris Lloyd – Highways – regarding the 20mph on the Oswestry road.  It was decided that there should be a warning sign erected – BC to respond to the correspondence.  MB felt that flashing speed warning signs should be introduced.

· Bethel Chapel – this is ongoing with PCC.

· The fence on the car park to be erected tomorrow.  Some of the cars parked on the car park are not residents of Llansantffraid.  Other cars parked there are from the Spoonley estate, the rental properties of DME and the flats above Morrison’s daily and some cars are being parked there and for sale.   The situation over parked vehicles to be monitored.  Planters to be installed on roadside edge of car park and information board to be reinstalled now fence is in place.
· New pads have been fitted on the defibrillator at the village hall,  The old pads have been given to the clerk to look after.  Ashton’s had agreed to pay for the new pads – JA to deal with this.

· The electricity for the public conveniences has been reviewed on 21.12.2024.  The new suppliers are Utility with a unit rate of 29.76 per kWhand standing charge of 42p per day.  The contract ends on the 4/12/26.

· The NatWest have an account with dual authenticity and an interest rate of 3.75% with a 95 day’s notice.

· Apply again online to HSBC for online banking.

· The Christmas parade in the village to start at 6pm.    The occasion had been a success.  A letter of thanks to Mr Quinn, Clive Roberts and Andrew Williams Woodside.
· Model Financial Regulations – all in favour to adopt the policy.

· The boundaries on the new recreation field were discussed as there is a fence falling down at the far end of the field and the gate posts are rotten and a new gate is needed.  RE agreed to maintain the fence The trees that are overhanging into the recreation field are the responsibility of the railway landowners.

· The work arisen from the report of the playground is ongoing.

· Paint purchased – hydrants to be painted by BC.

DW proposed that the CC pay for the CCTV and cover the cost of the invoice as it provides more security for the residents of the village – AIF of this.

A draft budget had been circulated to councillors prior to the meeting.  The budget and precept were discussed and it was decided that the request for the precept should be £19500 – AIF of this.

Should there be a small excess it is  added to the reserves for the development of the recreation field.

	COUNTY COUNCILLORS’S REPORT
GT mentioned that the car park fence by the bungalow was not in a poor state at the moment and therefore there was no need to replace it.  The fence belongs to PCC.

The proposed Council Tax rise for next year is 8%.

Work has been done on Deytheur regarding roads and drains.

The disabled toilet is causing problems as it is becoming blocked.  GT queried as to whether the council should
pay councillors to sort out the persistent problems at the public conveniences as RE, JA and himself are dealing with them.  Re and JA said that they were happy to volunteer to do the work.  

The sink in the gents toilets needs affixing to the wall – JA said that he would deal with this.

There is subsidence at the Lion and Anadle and the road by Tan y Foel junction floods – these need to be reported continually.

Drains and gullies have been cleaned.

RD mentioned that the road to Collfryn Farm had not been dealt with.

· Memorial Safety policy

Category 2 – Amber – Unstable but unlikely to cause an immediate health & safety risk

Category 3 – Green – Stable and no action required.

Clerk to enquire about the procedure and to confirm who will be bearing the costs of this inspection.

	NEW RECREATION FIELD
The briars on the site had been cleared by M Jones.  There is enough room to plant 15 trees on the far bank and by the main entrance which will not interfere with the development of the field.

AIF for the briars around the shed to be cleared – JA and EW volunteered to do this.  JA agreed to store the water butts etc until they are needed.

The bulbs arrived before Christmas and have been planted by BC.
KF left the meeting at 8.50pm.

The Chair read an email from Neil Pigeon regarding the development of the field and what information is required to attempt to get a grant.  BC to respond with the information about the organisations that would use a MUGA and for what purpose.  Bike track to be included as one of the proposed uses, as well as paths.
