	WELCOME AND APOLOGY
The meeting was chaired by BC.
Councillors and members of the public were welcomed to the meeting.
The apologies received were accepted.

There was a public meeting held at the beginning of the meeting of which only 4 members of the public attended.  The clerk recorded the email addresses and mobile phone numbers of the members of the public present.
A power point presentation was given by the Chair detailing a draft development  plan of the new recreation field.

The meeting had been advertised and a link to a survey placed on the Llansantffraid Community and Community council facebook pages, by a leaflet drop  and also included in the newsletter published by the primary school.  On the leaflet there was a short survey and to date 34 online replies to the survey had been received along with 5 delivered ones.  The Chair, with the help of G Davies had collated the results of the survey and these will be distributed once complete. G Davies was thanked for his help with implementing the online survey. In the presentation, the Chair mentioned that the council had received a grant for the recreation ground in the form of fruit trees, bug hotel, benches, tools, raised beds and bulbs.  There are other grant packages available.
The Recreation field will be a multi- use area and biodiversity will be promoted.

The Chair discussed the comments that had been made and there had been concerns about dog fouling in the area, whether it would be floodlit, presence of CCTV cameras, anti social behaviour, toilet facilities and 
and how the facility would be managed and maintained. All of which need to be considered.
The Chair discussed the possible grant opportunities that were available.

The Chair stressed that the meeting was held to discuss and consult with members of the community.

A member of the public voiced his concerns over the MUGA as the size was not compatible to that of certain sports.

It was asked if councillors had visited other recreation sites to see what facilities were available – this had been done.

Member of the public asked about responses from the school – bulb planting has been arranged for 27th November 2025.
Another member of the public felt that the MUGA was a lot of money and it needs to be used.

DW felt that BC had done a good presentation and felt that possibly a MUGA was needed.  Planning will be needed for a MUGA and there will be a 3m fence around it.

It was asked how much fundraising would be needed and this would be dependent upon the extent of the development and how much work could be done by the community itself.

EW was disappointed with the lack of support from the Community.

The discussion of the field finished at 7.35pm and the members of the public left the meeting.
